
Edgar J. Peltenburg Postdoctoral Fellowship in Cypriot Prehistory 
     
    The Cyprus American Archaeological Research Institute (CAARI) in 
    Nicosia is very pleased to announce the establishment of a new 
    postdoctoral research fellowship in honour of the late Professor Eddie 
    Peltenburg, which has been initiated with exceptional donations by his 
    widow, Dr. Diane Bolger (University of Edinburgh) and one of his 
    former PhD students, Dr. Carole McCartney (University of Cyprus). 
     
    Although the Peltenburg Fellowship will be open to archaeologists of 
    all ages and nationalities, priority will be given to outstanding 
    young scholars who are within 5 years of having been awarded a PhD and 
    who aim to produce a significant piece of archaeological research on 
    some aspect of Cypriot prehistory during the term of the fellowship. 
     
    The term of the fellowship will be one academic year (nine months), 
    with the possibility of renewal for an additional nine months in 
    exceptional cases; the first round of applications will be announced 
    very soon in order to appoint the first Fellow in 2019.
