Qualified candidates must be:

e students of African, Latino/a, Asian, Pacific Islands or First Nations descent

e enrolled full time in a Th.D. or Ph.D. program in religious, theological or biblical studies

e completed with coursework by the beginning of the awarded fellowship year

e ina position to write full-time during the fellowship year if applicant is at the dissertation stage

Applicants who are past coursework but
not yet at candidacy (ABD) are eligible to apply.
